Installing CCK

· Install the module, and turn it on in administer >> modules

· Maybe not Content Copy or Content Permissions.

Using CCK

· Add/edit content types at Administer >> Content types

· EDIT function

· Change the name / “type” (name for CSS purposes, etc.)

· In Submission form settings, change/remove field labels for Title and Body.

· Set defaults for workflow settings (“published” etc.) and comment settings.

· MANAGE FIELDS: This is where you add/change individual fields and order them.

· DISPLAY FIELDS: This is where you set field label visibility, display format of the fields, etc. 

Useful Sub-Modules:

· Fieldgroup: Allows grouping of fields. (Theme Note:  it creates a class encompassing the fields.)
· Nodereference: For linking a node to another one. See Node Referrer, below.

· User Reference: For linking a node to a user. 

· “Option Widgets”: For radio button and checkbox select fields

Triage, when something isn’t working properly with a content type or field:

1. Is the module turned on? Are dependent modules turned on?
2. Do permissions need to be set?

3. Are there settings for the specific CCK module that need to be set?

4. In Administer >> Content types, are display settings set?

5. Do file/folder permissions need to be set? (E.g., upload folder)

6. Do you need to empty a cache, rebuild permissions, empty the sessions table …

7. Is there a PHP/Apache setting needed for this module to work? (memory limit, GD library, etc.)
