Notes on WebFM – T. Woofenden

1. Upload the module to the /sites/all/modules folder 

2. Turn it on in Administer  >>  modules

3. Enter WebFM root folder name in Administer >> Web File Manager

a. I created the folder first via FTP. 

b. This is the folder that all the WebFM files and subfolders will go into.

4. Set permissions, etc. (also in Administer  >> Web File Manager)

For mp3 player:

1. Turn on the module.

2. Download the WordPress player files, and upload them as prompted.

Notes:

· To get an mp3 file to play in the flash player, you right-click on the file name and select the option to play the file.

· It appears that the file has to have been uploaded using WebFM (not FTP, etc.) or the player won’t play the file. This is probably a permissions issue.

· Make sure PHP settings to allow sufficiently large upload file sizes.

Sometimes set in the .htaccess file 

php_value upload_max_filesize 50M

· Sometimes in a php.ini file in the website’s main directory 

· upload_max_filesize = 50M

Which you do depends on what the host allows.

· The “new folder” tool works, but when you re-name the new folder there is a delay before the new folder name shows up. 

· Be careful about renaming folders via FTP: If you re-name either the WebFM root folder or the root folder for some particular role, you have to change the file name in the Web File Manager administration settings, or users won’t be able to get to it any more.
